Due to the two hour time difference, the time by which Members are required to have confirmed their
excess cash and settled their shortages in New Zealand will be as follows:

Daily Clearing Settlement Instructions will need to be confirmed by 11.30am New
Zealand time (9.30am Sydney time).
The payment of shortages are to be made by 12.30pm New Zealand time (10.30am
Sydney time).
: The repayment of excess cash to Members will be available by 2.00pm New Zealand time
(12.00pm Sydney time).
